2009 FLORIDA RETAILER OF THE YEAR AWARD
FOR LEADERSHIP RECIPIENTS NAMED

Tallahassee, FL — The Florida Retail Federation (FRF) has named Carl and Joan Allison, owners of Baya
Pharmacy, Lake City; Dan Cash, president of Floor City USA, Pensacola; and Cynthia Murphy, owner of
Pies and Plates, Punta Gorda, as the 2009 winners of the prestigious Retailer of the Year Award for
Leadership (ROYAL). They will be honored and receive their awards at a luncheon held in conjunction
with the University of Florida’s nationally acclaimed “Retailing Smarter” symposium on Thursday, June 25,
2009, at the Omni Orlando Resort at ChampionsGate in Orlando, Florida.

A selection
committee comprising retail business operators, educators and others chose the recipients from a pool of
retailer nominees from across the state. Although given to individual retailers, the award categories are based
on annual sales of the business in which the retailer is currently engaged.

Carl and Joan Allison took honors in the “more than $10 million in annual sales” category while Dan Cash was
named top retailer in the “$1 million to $10 million” category. Cynthia Murphy was selected in the “less than $1
million” category.
